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RULES & REGULATIONS 

 
REPAIR AND MAINTENANCE :  Each Owner has a fee simple deed to the footprint of his or her dwelling unit 
and has a responsibility for the repair, maintenance and insurance of his/her house, walkway, fences, driveway 
and for the landscaping and maintenance of his/her backyard (exclusive use patio area) and the fence enclosing it.   
 
LANDSCAPING/GROUNDS: The Association holds title to, and is responsible for, Common (non-exclusive) 
Areas, which includes the front lawns, center islands, roads, unfenced side and rear areas, and guest parking areas. 
Changes that an individual Owner desires to make to their “exclusive use areas” require ACC approval to ensure 
that collateral damage is not caused to other Owners or the Common Areas.  
 
Watering of Common Area is accomplished by the Landscaping Company. Any resident attempting to change the 
watering schedules will be subject to disciplinary action for tampering with the Common Area timers, meters, 
sprinkler heads, or valves.   
 
Damage to the Common Area or irrigation components by Owners, family members, guests or tenants or their 
family, or guests will be repaired at the expense of the Owner. 
 
ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL POLICY : The Architectural Control Committee (ACC) has been established 
in accordance with the CC&Rs to create a home improvement standard which ensures harmony of exterior design 
throughout the development. For this reason, ACC approval must be obtained before making ANY change or 
improvement to, or surrounding, the exterior of your home. Any change that is accomplished without ACC 
approval could be subject to removal, at the Owner’s expense, including fines.   
 
INSURANCE: The Association is covered for general liability, hazard and fire for the Common Areas. Claims 
must be submitted through the management company. The Association policy does not cover your home, personal 
property, or improvements to the exclusive use areas included therein. No action, or lack thereof, by any resident, 
or residents invitees, or guests which is illegal or could result in an increase in premium or cancellation of the 
insurance policy held by the Association will be tolerated.   
 
Each Owner is responsible for his/her own insurance coverage for real and personal property and for personal 
liability. Loss Assessment insurance is recommended for all homeowners. 
 
LEASES & RENTAL AGREEMENTS : Owners are responsible for their tenants’ adherence to governing 
documents of the Association. Therefore, Owners should ensure that they, and/or their agents, provide to 
lessees/renters copies of the CC&Rs, Rules & Regulations, and Architectural Control Guidelines.  
 
GARAGES: The principal use of garages shall be for the parking of cars. No garage shall be used as living 
quarters.  
 
PARKING VEHICLE RESTRICTIONS : Unless otherwise permitted by the Board, no motor vehicle shall be 
parked or left on any portion of the project other than within a lot’s driveway or garage.   
 
Visitor Parking spaces are reserved for visitors only, except that residents may, upon notification to the 
Community Association Manager, temporarily park their vehicles in them to accommodate landscaping, repairs or 
maintenance to their homes, which precludes use of the driveway. Temporary is defined as not exceeding five (5) 
consecutive days.  Upon presentation of reasonable justification the Community Association Manager may extend 
such a period five (5) consecutive days. The Board must approve any longer extension.   
 
Visitors in the development on a continuing basis should make arrangements to park within the homeowner’s 
garage or driveway. Vehicles parked in the Visitor Parking on a continuing basis will be towed at the vehicle 
Owner’s expense. The Board has determined that any vehicle parking in visitor spaces more than five (5) days in 
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a calendar month constitutes a continuing basis. The Board will consider requests, on a case-by-case basis, for an 
extension beyond five (5) days.   
 
No truck larger than three quarter (3/4) ton, nor trailer, nor motor home, nor mobile home, nor recreational 
vehicle, nor camper shell, nor boat, nor unlicensed vehicle, nor any vehicle that exceeds twenty-three feet (23) in 
length, nor vehicles designated and operated as off the road equipment for racing, dragging, and other sporting 
events, shall be permitted on the Project, except in the designated vehicle storage area, for longer than twenty-four 
hours without the consent of the Board.  
 
No inoperable vehicles shall be parked or stored outside the garage. No repair or maintenance of vehicles is 
allowed except for emergency repairs. No vehicles shall be placed on blocks or jacks within occupants’ driveway 
for any purpose.   
 
On-street parking by residents or guests is not allowed anywhere in the development and subject to being towed at 
the vehicle Owner’s expense.   
 
The Board may authorize the towing of any vehicle parked in violation of the above provisions at the Owner’s 
expense. Once deemed in violation, the offending vehicle will be tagged with a forty-eight (48) hour notice to 
remove it. If the vehicle is still in violation, the Board shall have the subject vehicle towed and impounded at 
Owner’s expense. The Board, through our Management Company, has contracted with Mort’s Autobody for 
towing. Should it be deemed necessary to tow a vehicle, arrangements can be made with Mort’s for recovery of 
the vehicle by telephone at (775) 782-8888.   
 
SPEEDING AND TRAFFIC SIGNS: The Developer, Western Nevada Properties, determined traffic 
regulations in the Gardens based on input from Douglas County Sheriff’s Department. It is incumbent on the 
Board, and Management Company, to ensure follow-up when notified of the following violations:  
� Exceeding the posted speed limit within the complex of fifteen (15) miles per hour 
� Failing to comply with posted Stop Signs 
 
GARBAGE CANS Garbage cans shall be kept out of sight (garage or backyard patio area) except for on the 
scheduled day for trash pick-up.   
 
ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL COMMITTEE POLICY : Violations of the ACC Policy as established in the 
CC&Rs, as with any other violation of the governing documents, are subject to the enforcement procedures set 
forth in the Rules & Regulations.   
ARCHITECTURAL MODIFICATIONS  - The homeowner must submit an Application for Architectural 
Modification and it must be approved by the ACC before making any changes to the exterior of the dwelling or 
property, including that which is within the fenced backyard (exclusive use area).   
LANDSCAPING THE BACKYARD  - Landscaping must not dam or channel water in such a manner that it 
would adversely affect the property, Common Area or adjoining property; or intrude upon or drop leaves or other 
vegetation in the Common Area or adjoining property to such an extent that it will be a nuisance or result in added 
maintenance by the Association or adjoining property Owners.  
PAINTING A DWELLING  - Painting, using the original wall and trim colors will be approved. Painting a 
dwelling a different color may be approved if harmonious with adjoining properties.  Samples of colors must be 
included with the application in a manner requested by the Chairman of the ACC.  Prior approval for all painting 
of a dwelling is required to ensure requirements are met.  
FENCES - Repair and maintenance of fences is the responsibility of the Owner. This extends to maintaining the 
fence in an acceptable stained condition. A clear wood finish that preserves and restores the wood to its natural 
state or a stain in a natural color tone of redwood or cedar is approved for use. Painting of fences is not allowed.   
SATELLITE DISHES  - Installation of satellite dishes larger than 39.37 inches in diameter is not permitted. 
Dishes 39.37 inches or less will be permitted, providing they are located as unobtrusively as possible at the back 
portion of the house so long as this does not preclude reception of an acceptable signal nor impose unreasonable 
expense. The homeowner must provide written notification to the Board of the dish’s installation (letter can be 
submitted after installation). The board will inspect the project for adherence to Association’s standards.  
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STRUCTURES – Storage sheds and other freestanding structures ( e.g. swings and “stick” TV antennas) located 
in the back yard may not be higher than the fence line (six feet). Structures permanently attached to the dwelling 
are not permitted  
CLOTHES LINES  - Exterior clothes lines are not permitted.  
HOLIDAY DECORATIONS   - Holiday decorations visible from the exterior of the home must be removed not 
later than thirty (30) days after the holiday.   
WINDOW COVERINGS  - Curtains, drapes, shutters, and blinds must be of a neutral or unobtrusive color.  No 
windows shall be covered with aluminum foil or similar material.  
REPAIR AND MAINTENANCE  - Each Owner has a responsibility for the repair and maintenance of his/her 
house, walkway, fences, and driveway and for the landscaping and maintenance of his/her backyard (referred to 
as exclusive use area) and the fence enclosing it. Regular maintenance should be undertaken to remove 
wasp/hornet nests and to wash down the exterior of the dwelling to remove spider webs. 
 
NOISE: All residents have a right to quiet enjoyment of their property. To this end, residents and visitors should 
not create unnecessary noise at any time and no noise between the hours of 10:00 pm and 8:00 am. This includes, 
but is not limited to, loud voices, playing of televisions, radios, stereos, musical instruments, or operation of 
vehicles and equipment.   
 
PETS: Only dogs, cats and other household pets are allowed in the development. No more than two dogs are 
allowed on each lot. No raising or breeding of animals for commercial purposes is permitted.  
 
Owners are responsible for any and all damages and injuries caused by their pets, or the pets of their tenants and 
guests. Nuisance barking will not be tolerated. Dogs and cats are to be leashed at all times while in the Common 
Area. The Owner of any pet creating a nuisance may be subject not only to civil action, but also to action by the 
Association. Pet Owners are responsible for, and shall promptly clean up, after their pet(s). Please carry a bag 
and/or scooper when walking your pet(s) in the Common Area.   
 
RECREATION EQUIPMENT RESTRICTIONS :   Portable basketball hoops or other recreational equipment 
set up by a resident in his or her driveway must be maintained in a safe condition. This includes location, 
condition, and ability to withstand such elements as high winds. The location of such equipment must not impede 
landscape or other maintenance and must be removed when not in use and may not be left out overnight.   
 
Portable or fixed recreation equipment, which includes, but not limited to, basketball, soccer and stick hockey 
goals, or skateboard ramps, or other toys and sporting equipment are not permitted in the general Common Area 
or roads.   
 
GARAGE SALES: Garage sales are limited to two per year coordinated through the Board of Directors. An 
Owner may petition the Board for permission to hold a “one-time” garage sale when moving. Estate Sales which 
are held within the confines of the house are allowed. 
 
SIGNS: The ONLY signs permitted in the Common Area in front of a residence are one professionally made 
“For Sale” and/or one professionally made “For Rent” sign ONLY in accordance with Douglas County Code 
20.696.150 B1. 
 
“Home Security System” signs are NOT permitted in the Common Area but are permitted if placed on the house, 
fence, garage door or in a window of a residence. 
 
Political signs are only permitted if professionally made and placed on the house, garage door or in a window of a 
residence. No political signs are allowed in the Common Area. All political signs must be removed within 7-days 
following the general election or in accordance with Douglas County Code.  
 
PROCEDURE FOR FILING COMPLAINTS : Owners and/or residents who witness any violation of the 
CC&Rs or the Rules & Regulations should report the violation to the Management Company in a signed written 
statement. Notification should detail the facts of the situation and the CC&R or Rule that is being violated. 
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Anonymity of persons filing a complaint shall be strictly maintained. Anonymous complaints will not be 
considered. 
 
ENFORCEMENT OF RULES: The Association, its Members, the Board of Directors, the Association 
Manager, and all Committees of the Association shall vigorously enforce all Winhaven Gardens Rules & 
Regulations, and all rules set forth in the Governing Documents. Enforcement shall be as follows:  
  
The Association Manager, Committee Members and/or members of the Board of Directors will do periodic 
inspections of the community and record violations.  
 

1. A Courtesy Letter will be sent to any Owner found to be in violation of the governing 
documents and details of the violation. 

 
2. A First Violation Notice will be sent to the Owner if the violation is not resolved with the date 

on which the violation must be cured and will include possible fines and/or sanctions. 
 
3. A Second Notice of Violation & Hearing Date will be sent to the Owner if the violation 

remains unresolved advising the date, time and location of a hearing. The scheduled hearing will be 
held whether or not the Owner elects to attend.  

 
At a hearing, after an opportunity for the Owner to plead his case, the Owner will be dismissed and the Board, 
behind closed doors, will determine if the violation is found to be with or without merit. The Owner will be 
notified of the Board’s determination by letter. NRS 116.31031 
 
All correspondence regarding violations shall be kept on file. 
 
PENALTIES/FINES : Penalties for violation of any provision in the Declaration or these Rules and Regulations, 
to be imposed by the Board are as follows: In accordance with state law (NRS 116. 31031) the maximum fine for 
a violations is $100 and if deemed a continuing violation fines may accumulate to a maximum of $1000.This fine 
policy has been adopted and implemented to protect property values and maintain a pleasant living environment.  
 
Unpaid fines are collectible in the same manner as unpaid monthly assessments and may result in a lien on an 
Owner's unit.  
 
AMENDMENT PROCEDURES: These Rules & Regulations may be amended, repealed, and adopted from 
time to time by the Board of Directors. NRS 116.3102 #1a and NRS 116.3102, #1t.  
 
EFFECTIVE DATE : Rules & Regulations and any amendments shall become effective 30 days after publication 
to all homeowners.
